Purpose of role:

To enable Protector Underwriters to make good quality decisions by undertaking assessments, providing a summary/opinion of the risk and providing technical advice/guidance, covering Property/Liability/Motor Risks. Produce and deliver bespoke Risk Management programmes to assist the company in winning new business, improving Clients’ RM standards and an aim to reduce the chance of losses for existing clients.  Developing and maintaining relationships with Brokers and clients. To review and develop Protectors’ own risk selection and Risk Management processes.

Key Tasks:

Assessing Risks
Undertake First hand inspections, including completion of scoring, summary report and Risk Improvement report.
Completing desk-top assessment reports.
Providing ad-hoc assessment of risks/documentation/procedures upon request.
Completing on-site client meetings/reviews/surveys including summary report and risk improvements. On-site meetings used as opportunity to educate/assist clients, rather than merely issue risk improvements.
Presenting findings within internal quote/underwriting/renewal meetings
Valuations – Providing desktop ‘opinion’ on reinstatement Valuation of buildings (not formal valuations)
EML’s – providing desktop estimates for reinsurance/EML purposes

New Business
Attend and deliver New Business presentations, either on-site, at broker presentations or via conference calls. Explaining Protector Background/DNA, RM philosophy, whilst gaining additional RM information for UW.
Assist writing new business presentation documents, method statements.
Write bespoke RM proposals, or agree RM programme, per client.
Complete summary report for underwriters and Risk Improvement reports.
Developing RM ties with Brokers/RM Suppliers/Clients/Institutes for CPD & ongoing technical knowledge.

Risk Management Support for Clients
Bespoke solutions may include detailed audits, tailored inspections, monitoring of RM progress via updates/meetings/steering groups, training/presentations.
Reviewing/agreeing bursary applications.
Undertaking site inspections via an annual survey programme.
Attending meetings to agree RM standards for new projects/developments
Checking security/fire protection/detection specifications.
Witness commissioning of fire protection systems
Undertake post-loss surveys/investigations as required.
